E. Trust Rules

  1. If you are awarded a scholarship by this trust, you will receive your funds from the Fairfield branch of Teton Banks by contacting Sandy Johnson and providing evidence you have been accepted for admission by an accredited college or university.

2. The scholarship may be revoked by the trustees for any of the following reasons. Once revoked, you will be ineligible for any further scholarship.

a. Misuse of funds. If the awarded funds are used for any purpose other than qualified educational expenses, the scholarship is revoked and you are liable for return of the funds. Qualified educational expenses include tuition and fees, and course related expenses such as books, supplies and equipment. Room and board, travel research, clerical help, and non-required equipment are not qualified educational expenses.

b. If you do not complete the number of terms (quarter or semester) funded by the scholarship the scholarship is revoked and you are liable for return of the funds for the incomplete terms. The trustees may request evidence that you have completed the number of terms funded.

c. Students placed on academic probation by the college may be retained on scholarship for one term (semester or quarter). If at the end of this term, you are not removed from probation by the college, the scholarship is automatically revoked.

d. Students suspended from the college for academic or other reasons will have their scholarships automatically revoked, effective the date of suspension even though they may be re-admitted to the college.

e. Any act of misconduct which would bring discredit to the image of the scholarship is subject to review by the trustees and possible revocation.
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
